Audiences: why they matter:
While Speech New Zealand has sympathy with the problems involved in getting audiences for specified examinations at
senior levels - and especially those who work within school systems - it is vital that audiences be retained in order to lift
the candidate's performance presentations and to provide a realistic test of public speaking abilities.

The problem was fully aired at a recent Board meeting and the following strategies are offered to possibly ease the
situation for teachers and those programming these examinations.

Work with the Local secretaries to:
® Seek permission and arrange for senior examinations requiring audiences to be held at the students® school(s).

®  Arrange one venue for the morning and another for the afternoon if required.

®  Request (at the time of entry) for specific modules to be timetabled late in the afternoon.
Examiners could take a longer lunch or tea break to accommodate this.
Timetable an evening session for examinations - say 6pm or 7pm onwards.

In some centres this is quite a common practise, and then examiner may take a longer break during the day.
